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WHO report calls
for reduction of salt
intake to protect lives

first-of-its-kind
World Health Or-

ganization (WHO) Global
report on sodium intake
reduction shows that
the world is off-track to
achieve its global target of
reducing sodium intake by
30 per cent by 2025.

The report envisions
that implementing highly
cost-effective sodium re-
duction policies could save
an estimated seven million
lives globally by 2030.

Sodium, an essential
nutrient, increases the risk
of heart disease, stroke
and premature death when
eaten in excess. The main
source of sodium is table
salt (sodium chloride),
but it is also contained in
other condiments such as
sodium glutamate.

The report shows that
only five per cent of WHO
member states are pro-
tected by mandatory and
comprehensive sodium
reduction policies and 73
per cent of WHO mem-
ber states lack full range
of implementation of such

policies.

It is an important
component of action to
achieve the Sustainable
Development Goal target
of reducing deaths from
non-communicable dis-
eases. But today, only nine
countries (Brazil, Chile,
Czech Republic, Lithu-
ania, Malaysia, Mexico,
Saudi Arabia, Spain and
Uruguay) have a com-
prehensive package of
recommended policies to
reduce sodium intake.

“Unhealthy diets are
a leading cause of death
and disease globally, and
excessive sodium intake is
one of the main culprits,”
said Dr Tedros Adhanom
Ghebreyesus, WHO Direc-
tor-General.

“This report shows that
most countries are yet
to adopt any mandatory
sodium reduction poli-
cies, leaving their people
at risk of heart attack,
stroke, and other health
problems. WHO calls on
all countries to implement
the ‘Best Buys’ for sodium
reduction, " he said.

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Kenya banking on Regional
ground water project to counter
biting drought in ASALs

In January this year, the Ministry of Water,
Sanitation and Irrigation launched a Sh

15.5 billion Horn of Africa Groundwater for
Resilience Regional Programme to tap water
fromunderground aquifers in Kenya, Ethiopia,
Somalia and Djibouti. In Kenya, the Programme
will cover the ASAL counties of Garissa,
Marsabit Mandera, Turkana and Wajir.
MyGov’s Mutiso Mbithi spoke to Mr. Willis
Ombuai (pictured), the CEO of the Water Sector
Trust Fund, which is the implementing agency.

Q: Kindly tell us about this
unique six-year project and
its rationale.

A: The HOAG4R Programme
was mooted in 2020 during a
Horn of Africa finance min-
isters meeting convened by
IGAD in Ethiopia which de-
cided to utilise the potential of
ground water to provide water
to the populace in Kenya,

Ethiopia, Djibouti and Soma-
lia. Kenya is a water scarce na-
tion with 547 cubic metres per
capita annual renewable water
surplus and with 83 per cent
of its land being classified as
(ASALs). In the arid and semi-
arid lands (ASALs of the Horn
of Africa, ground water plays a
critical role in building drought
resilience.

Q: Who is funding the Pro-
gramme?

A: The project is funded by
the World Bank through the
National Treasury and the
Water Sector Trust Fund is the
implementing agency while
the Water Resources Authority
(WRA) is carrying out stud-
ies on aquifer assessment in
conjunction with the Water
Users Associations (WRUAS)
on conservation management
to promote natural water con-
servation.

Q: What is the project cost?

A: The whole project will
cost Sh 15.5 billion. The parent
ministry, the Water Resources
Authority and the Water Fund
will be allocated Sh8 billion to
undertake infrastructural ac-
tivities, consultancies, designs,
actual implementation, reha-
bilitation of boreholes, drilling
and equipping new boreholes.
Suffice to say that we will de-

ploy a Performance Based
Grant (PBG) format to imple-
ment the project by giving
money to counties and water
companies for work done.

Q: Which areas in Kenya
are covered by the project?

A: The project covers the
five ASAL counties of Turkana,
Marsabit, Garissa, Mandera
and Wajir which are tagged
as borderline. We also intend
to extend the project to other
non-borderline ASAL counties
which have plenty of under-

ground water.

Q: What is the objective of
the project?

A: The project and the asso-
ciated country specific projects
aim to increase the sustain-
able access and management
of underground water in the
Horn of Africa borderlands. It
will rehabilitate boreholes to
supply water to Kenya, Ethio-
pia, Somalia and Djibouti. In
the third and fifth year of the
Programme, we will undertake
aquifer identification, capacity

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build institutions in the five
counties to form a Project Im-
plementation Unit.

Q: What is the future of the
water sector in ASALs once
the project is fully imple-
mented?

A: Water access will be im-
proved in the targeted areas
through tapping of under-
ground water. The capacity of
institutions like water compa-
nies will be enhanced in terms
of operation and maintenance
to minimise the collapse of
water projects.

Q: What other organisa-
tions are you partnering with
to improve water supply to
Kenyans?

A: We are also financed by
DANIDA to drill boreholes in
Lamu, Marsabit, Turkana,
Isiolo and Tana River. The
European Union (EU) is also
supporting the Water Fund in
the counties of Kitui, Kajiado,
Kilifi, Baringo, West Pokot,
Taita-Taveta and Samburu
to construct small dams. The
German Development Bank
(KFW) supports the Water
Fund by funding to up-scale
basic sanitation for the urban
poor.

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Experts to exploit saline water for agricultural production

BY PETER GITONGA (KNA)

Turkana County has en-
listed the help of water
technology experts to pilot
the exploitation of its abun-
dant saline waters for pro-
duction of human crops and
animal feeds in model farms
to be established across the
County in an effort to com-
bat food insecurity caused
by the escalating drought
condition.

The County Executive for

Agriculture David Erukudi
said the World Food Pro-
gram (WFP) and the Food
and Agricultural Organiza-
tion (FAO) have also been
contacted to support the
program, as he divulged
that potential sites had al-
ready been identified for the
project.

"We are aware of Sea Wa-
ter Solutions Company's
expertise and accomplish-
ments in improving agri-

cultural fortunes in areas
where water salinity was an
issue as is the case with Tur-
kana. In order for Turkana
to receive the same benefits,
the government is commit-
ted to working with them,"
said Erukudi.

At a meeting with the
tech Company officials in
Lodwar, which FAO and
WFP representatives also
attended CEC Erukudi said
that trials at Kalobeyei had

been successful and had
produced useful lessons that
could be replicated.

According to the CEC,
a formal engagement that
complies with the legal
standards outlined in the
Private Public partnership
(PPP) framework will be
drafted for the County and
Sea Water Solutions Com-
pany to sign in order to for-
mally bind them.

The move comes at a time

when the county is experi-
encing an extreme drought,
declining underground
water, and a water quality
analysis showing that the
groundwater was highly
mineralized and unsafe for
human consumption.

In order to boost water
sufficiency for cross-cutting
interventions in agriculture,
commerce, and tourism at-
traction, the County has also
scaled up drilling of new

boreholes and rehabilitation
of existing ones in line with
Governor Lomorukais' nine
point agenda that focused
on attaining water and food
sufficiency for human and
animal populations.

During the meeting, CEC
asked the Company to or-
ganize a symposium on the
exploitation of saline water
for agricultural develop-
ment later in the month in
Turkana West Sub-County.

The Director further said
through Tusome, the Min-
istry has been able to em-
brace a central procurement
of books, easing distribution
to schools.

Maximum Prison.

Speaking during the event,
the First Lady said that she
was honored to re-launch
Cross Stitch International,
whose name has now changed
to Carakana to empower
women inmates.

“Since 2016, the Carakana
Project has trained over 1,500
women who have produced
quality artifacts which have
earned them Sh5.15 million.
Cross-stitching has been a
source of hope for the women
in prison; it gives them dig-
nity, a livelihood, respect
from family, and a feeling of
achievement,” said the First
Lady.

“The project also contrib-
utes to the mental well-being
and is an indigenous skill that
generates income as well as
an improvement in cognitive,
emotional, and social wellbe-
ing,” the First Lady further
said.

The Standards Levy Order, 1990, gazetted by the Minister of Industry vide notice Legal Notice 267 of 1990 came into operations on TIst July 1990.

On 26" Nov 1999, the Standards Levy Order 1990 was amended vide legal notice 183 by the Minister for Tourism, Trade and Industry and came into operations during
the financial year 1999/2000.

Under the Standards Levy (Amendment) Order 1999 each manufacturer is liable to pay to the Bureau of Standards a monthly levy recoverable at source at the rate of
two tenths of one percent (0.2%) of the ex-factory price (i.e the selling price excluding value added tax and discounts where applicable) in respect of manufacture
during each month “subject to a maximum of Kenya shillings four hundred thousand per annum and a minimum of Kenya shillings one thousand per month”
payable through KRA - iTax system (Standards Levy Account) on or before 20th day of the succeeding month.

A manufacturer is defined to include a person or persons who PRODUCE, PROCESS, TREAT, INSTALL, TEST, OPERATE, AND USE. Persons who manufacture or intend to
manufacture are required to notify the Managing Director, Kenya Bureau of Standards by filling registration forms SL/1 available at the Kenya Bureau of Standards offices
and website.

Note that failure to notify the Managing Director not only constitutes an offence under the Act but also does not absolve a manufacturer from paying the Standards Levy
and the attendant penalties at the rate of 5% per month cumulatively, pursuant to section 10B (3) of the standards (Amendment) Act 1989.

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Stakeholders now in talks to improve [LEZENNEGGG
avocado and French Bean value chains

s horticulture farm-
Aers strive to overcome

the prolonged effects of
the Covid-19 pandemic and
drought, stakeholders continue
to engage in discussions in bid
to improve the avocado and
French Bean value chains.

Deliberations are at top gear
to have a policy, or policies,
to support farmers in these
emerging and important value
chains in the sector, one of
Kenya’s top foreign exchange
earners.

The two value chains were
adversely affected during the
pandemic, with many small-
holder farmers reporting losses
due to lack of logistics, lack of
extension services, and lack of
resources for farm input sup-
plies.

Research conducted by the
Centre for African Bio-Entre-
preneurship (CABE) in col-
laboration with Institute of
Development Studies (IDS) in
2021 shows that thousands of
small-scale French Bean and
avocado farmers may have ex-
perienced huge losses.

Some of the major issues
highlighted by the research
included maximum residue
levels (MRLs) in French beans
and immature harvesting of
avocados.

According to Dr Hanning-
ton Odame, the Executive
Director of CABE, the re-

search findings and the les-
sons learnt inform a policy
brief that may be used for
policy formulation to anchor
resilient food systems at the
face of crises including cli-
mate change and pandemics.

During the research vali-
dation workshop in Kimana,
Kajiado County, French Bean
farmers said while MRLs in
production was an issue,
marketing of the produce has
been a real issue, pre- and
post-Covid-19.

Sammy Chebochok, a
farmer and member of the
Friends of Kilimanjaro Ini-
tiative (FOKI) Cooperative
Society said while they have
a capacity to produce 50 to
70 tons of French beans per
week, they are underproduc-
ing due to lack of market.

“We are still under-pro-
ducing. Instead of produc-
ing 50 to 70 tons, we are only
producing 25 tons per week.
We are experiencing chal-

lenges including insufficient
water in addition to the fact
that some companies are act-
ing as brokers,” he said.

They do contract farming
and the only exporter they
have can only take a certain
volume leaving the rest of the
produce to go to waste, con-
sequently leading to losses for
farmers.

“It is also hard to do farmer
tracing during the grading
process. Sometimes there is a
high volume of rejects, which
is so dejecting,” he said,
adding that farmers need to
be represented at the pack
houses to ascertain the vol-
ume of rejects.

But the Society entered into
a deal with Fairtrade to alle-
viate the situation although
it was 100 farmers out of the
350 who benefitted from the
arrangement.

“Most of the time, farm-
ers are concerned about
the price and do not care so

much about other contractual
agreements in the contract,”
Julius Makau, a representa-
tive from the Horticultural
Crops Directorate (HCD),
pointed out.

The contracting compa-
nies need to collaborate with
farmers to design and formu-
late contracts, he noted.

The same issues were raised
by avocado stakeholders in
Bomet who decried the con-
tract farming and the lack of
extension services.

According to Joel Kibet, an
agricultural officer from the
Ministry of Agriculture Live-
stock and Fisheries, 44,000
farmers in Bomet were
planting avocados by 2019
representing 29 per cent of
households doing agriculture
in the county.

But avocado farming has
become popular in the county
with Bomet East leading, fol-
lowed by Central then Sotik
and Konoin where farmers
are shifting to avocados, he
said, and there is a need for a
“whole value chain mapping
of avocado” in the region.

Mr Joseph Kebenei, a
farmer, said while avocado
farming is a lucrative busi-
ness, lack of extension ser-
vices in the area is failing
farmers.

He cited an example during
the Covid-19 pandemic when
farmers would plant seed-
lings directly from far away
seedbeds.

County Chief Officer of Coop-
eratives Martin Kagai said, the
County is also collaborating
with the National Government
to strengthen cooperatives as
the preferred vehicle for de-
velopment, adding that good
corporate governance, inno-
vation and adoption of best
practices is critical for the con-
tinued growth of the coopera-
tive movement.Speaking when
he officially inaugurated the
training at Kenya Assemblies
of God (KAG) Youth Center, at
Maili Sita area, Kagai regretted
that the co-operative move-
ment had been beset with seri-
ous governance issues, which
resulted in members losing
millions of shillings through
theft by officials and wrong
investment decisions.

The training conducted by
USAID’s Kenya Small Business
Development Centers (Kenya
SBDC) attracted leadership
from Jumatatu, Solai, Ndemu,
Mutungati, Mandizi, Kiremba,
and Wikurie coffee coopera-

tives societies.

The Kenya Small Business
Development Centers (Kenya
SBDC) is a five-year pro-
gramme funded by USAID
and is being implemented by
Strathmore University Busi-
ness School (SBS).

The Chief Officer observed
that bad governance in agri-
cultural-based cooperative
societies affects not only
household incomes, but also
threatens food security and
nutrition in addition to slowing
down economic growth.

He was however happy that
through the training partner-
ships, many cooperatives have
grown to become industry gi-
ants who have extended their
business beyond the primary
role of marketing produce for
small-holder farmers and ven-
tured into provision of finan-
cial services.

Through the training, Kagai ob-
served, leaders acquire skills,
knowledge and understanding
to enable them make decisions
beneficial to the interests
of the cooperatives and its
members.“The training is de-
signed to help leaders provide
a constructive and enabling
environment for good govern-
ance to thrive,” Kagai added.

New policy guidelines in TVETs
to promote PWD training

M The Government will put in
place Policy Guidelines in all
Technical Vocational Education
and Training Institutions(TVETS)
in order to promote access for
People with Disability (PWD)
through equipping them with
knowledge and skills.

The Principal Secretary (PS),
State Department for Techni-
cal, Vocational Education and
Training, (TVET) Dr. Easter
Muoria, who was speaking at
Machakos School for the Blind
during the Scholarship award
and Equipment Commission-
ing by Toyota Kenya said, the
knowledge and skills attained
will help the PWD’s to compete
with able bodied people in the
labor market fairly.

“Inclusive training is intended to
end marginalization of people
with special needs and differ-
ently abled in the labor market
and reduce social economic
costs to individual and commu-
nity at large,” the PS said.

Muori added that the Ministry
of Education advocated for ab-
solute integration, where learn-
ers with PWD are enrolled in
different education institutions
across the country.

She added that the Government
has established four technical
training institutions for learn-
ers with special needs such
as Machakos Institute for the
Blind, Karen Technical Institute
for the Deaf, Sikri Technical
Institute for Deaf and Blind in
Oyugis and St Joseph Institute
for the Deaf in Nyangoma.
“Over 2,500 learners have been
enrolled in the above institu-
tions since 2020,” added Ps
Muoria.

Muoria said the State Depart-
ment for TVET is aware that the
special needs institutions do
not have the capacity to admit
all eligible students to promote
inclusive training.

She, however said they plan to
adapt TVET infrastructure to
make it differently abled friendly
and providing sanitary facilities
for female students to help in
retention.

Dr. Muoria further pointed out
that there is a need to expand
infrastructure, review curricu-
lum, build trainer capacity, in-
crease funding and implement
affirmative action to promote
special needs education.
