Waziri wa Kilimo Mutahi 
Kagwe alisema serikali im-
ejumuisha vivutio vya kodi 
muhimu katika Muswada wa 
Fedha wa 2025/2026, ikiwemo 
kuondolewa kwa ushuru 
wa matumizi (excise duty) 
kwenye vifaa vya kufun-
gia chai na kuondolewa kwa 
VAT kwenye chai za kuuza nje 
zilizo na thamani iliyoongezwa. 
“Hatua hizi zitafanya iwe ra-

hisi kwa viwanda vyetu na wa-
chakataji kufungia na kuuza 
chai zilizo na thamani zaidi, 
kuongeza ushindani katika 
masoko ya kimataifa, na hati-
maye kuharakisha mapato ya 
wakulima,” alisema Waziri. 
Kagwe, ambaye alizungumza

“Tunafanya 
uwekezaji katika aina za chai zi-
nazostahimili ukame na mifumo 
ya umwagiliaji yenye ufan-
isi kusaidia wakulima kuen-
dana na hali,” alisema. “Lakini 
zaidi ya hayo, tunawekeza kwa 
vijana. Wao ndio mustaka-
bali wa chai nchini Kenya.”

Mamlaka ya Mapato Kenya 
(KRA) inazingatia kufanya

Hii inatokana na wasiwasi ku-
toka kwa wadau wa sekta ku-
husu kuongezeka kwa visa 
vya usafirishaji haramu wa 
molasses, ethanol, na viny-
waji vya pombe kupitia mi-
paka dhaifu na nchi jirani. 
Akizungumza Kisumu wakati 
wa kikao cha wadau wa sekta ya 
sukari kutoka Magharibi mwa 
Kenya, Mwenyekiti wa Bodi ya 
KRA, Nderitu Murithi, alikiri 
kuwa tofauti za bei kati ya Kenya 
na nchi jirani za EAC zimefa-
nya biashara haramu ya bidhaa 
hizi kuwa na faida kubwa. 
“Tumeweza kufanya majadil-
iano ya wazi na wafanyabi-
ashara na wachinjaji pombe. 
Kuna makubaliano kwamba 

mfumo wa kodi uliopo, ul-
iokumbwa na tofauti za bei 
kati ya Kenya na nchi jirani, 
ni sababu kubwa inayocho-
chea shughuli za usafirish-
aji haramu,” alisema Murithi. 
KRA, aliongeza, itawasili-
sha suala hili kwa Hazina ya 
Taifa ili kuchunguza mfumo 
wa sera za kodi unaopati-
kana mkataba wa usawa 
utakaowaondoa wahusika 
katika usafirishaji haramu. 
Alisema kikao hicho cha wa-
dau kilikuwa sehemu ya ji-
tihada za KRA kukuza uwazi 
na ushirikiano na walipakodi. 
Murithi alisema mikutano hiyo 
ilipangwa ili kuhakikisha wali-
pakodi wanapata taarifa ka-
mili kuhusu majukumu yao, 
mabadiliko ya sera yajayo, na 

zana zinazopatikana ili kura-
hisisha utii wa kodi.

kwa ahadi za kazi nzuri 
za nje ambazo si za kweli. 
“Kwa vijana wetu: kabla 
ya kuwakabidhi mawakala 
wowote pesa zenu, tem-
beleeni tovuti ya Mamlaka 
ya Kitaifa ya Ajira (NEA). 
Mashirika yote ya kutil-
iwa shaka yamewekwa 
alama nyekundu, kama 
onyo kwa Wakenya kuto-

jihusisha nayo hata kama 
yanatangaza kwenye 
magazeti au mitandao 
ya kijamii,” alieleza. 
“Lakini yale yaliyoorod-
heshwa kwa rangi nyeusi 
ni halali. Hatukatai kuwa 
kuna changamoto—tuna-
kumbana nazo kila siku—
lakini serikali inaongeza 
juhudi zake. Tunajua kuwa 
tukishindwa kutafu-
tia vijana wetu ajira, basi 
tutakuwa tumeshindwa 
kutekeleza wajibu tu-
liokabidhiwa,” aliongeza. 
Alisisitiza dhamira ya seri-
kali ya kuimarisha sekta 
hiyo kupitia kanuni na 
usimamizi, na akaahidi 
kuwa wale walioibiwa 
watarudishiwa pesa zao 
na walaghai kufikishwa 
kwenye mkono wa sheria.

Workers in Saudi Arabia.” 
Ripoti hiyo inasimulia ma-
saibu ya zaidi ya wanawake 
70 waliowahi kufanya kazi 
za nyumbani katika taifa 
hilo la Ghuba.

Ripoti ilipendekeza kuwa 
serikali ihakikishe kwamba 
makubaliano ya ajira ya 
pande mbili kati yake na 
Saudi Arabia yanazingatia 
haki na yanajumuisha dha-
mana wazi za ulinzi kwa 
wafanyakazi wa nyumbani. 
Ilisema kuwa ulinzi huo 
unapaswa kuendana na 
viwango vya kimataifa na 
kushughulikia maeneo
