Shirika la Habari ya Kenya (KNA) 
ilipotembelea shamba lake la 
kuku linaloitwa “The Palace

“Shamba langu lina uwezo wa 
kuhifadhi kuku 2,500, lakini 
mara nyingi kuku huwa wan-
ahitajika sana na wakulima, 
hivyo mimi huuzwa wote 
na kubakiwa na takriban 
kuku 400,” alisema Kipruto. 

Silas Kipruto, mmiliki wa Palace Farm, akionyesha miundombinu ya kufugia nzi weusi wa kijeshi (BSF) 
katika sehemu ya shamba lake.

Gavana wa Kwale, Fatuma Achani alipoongoza utoaji wa zana za 
biashara kwa wanafunzi 42 wa TVET waliopokea msaada wa maso-
mo kupitia mpango wa ufadhili wa mradi wa KEMFSED.

Niliamua kuanza 
kufuga nzi jeshi 
weusi kwa sababu 

gharama ya chakula 
cha kuku iliongeze-
ka.

“Serikali ya kaunti na mradi 
wa KEMFSED vinakusudia 
kutoa ujuzi wa vitendo kwa 
wanafunzi wa TVET na ku-
wekeza katika mashine za kis-
asa, zana na rasilimali,” alisema. 
Achani alisema kuwa kitengo 
cha ugatuzi kitakuwa kikilenga 
kuboresha mafunzo ya ufundi 
na kiufundi ili kufunga pengo 
la ujuzi, kuongeza ushindani 
wa vijana katika soko la ajira, 
na kuhamasisha ukuaji wa ki-
uchumi kwa ngazi za jamii.

kwamba shirika hilo lengo 
lake ni kubadilisha kilimo 
cha mtama kwa kutumia 
aina bora za mbegu ili ku-
saidia wakulima kuongeza 
uzalishaji wao Busia. 
“Tuna shirika linalofanya 
kazi na KALRO na KE-
PHIS kuhakikisha kwamba 
mbegu hizo zina ubora 
unaohitajika na zinapati-
kana kwa wakulima.

Aidha, alieleza kuwa shirika 
limegawa mbegu katika 
Teso Kusini na kuongeza 
kuwa shirika hilo linaji-
tahidi kufikia wakulima 
wote katika kaunti hiyo. 
“Tunalenga kuwafikia 
wakulima wote ili waweze 
kufaidika na mafunzo yetu 
na hata kupata mbegu.

Aliongeza kuwa mtama 
ni nzuri kwa watu wenye 
kisukari na watoto. 
Mary Awala, mkulima 
mwingine, alisema kupi-
tia aina bora ya mbegu, 
anaweza kupanda mara 
tatu kwa mwaka hivyo 
kuongeza uzalishaji wake.
